Responsible for building/shepherding the female students and leaders within THRIVE and help to accomplish 
weekly programming and other middle school initiatives.

prayer, service and other growth opportunities; staying morally pure, mentally alert, emotionally sound.

Essential 
Functions   

Leadership 
 Be able to lead other adults in accomplishing the program needs within the student 

ministry on Wednesday nights, Sunday mornings, and as needed.  
 Lead students in programs, events, and spiritual cultivating processes.    

 
Relational 
 Will be in consistent discipleship relationships with middle school girls within the ministry. 

2-4 students per month at 1-2 times a week.      
 Coordinate with Lead Director of Student Ministry in the discipleship of middle school 

students in leadership 
 Will take the role of ministry coach to weekly come alongside of adult female leaders in 

development of shepherding/leadership skills. 
 Will be expected to monthly meet with 2 students and 2 adult leaders outside of 

programming.   
 



 

Program Support 
 Coordinate with other members of the student ministry team in the accomplishment of 

weekly programming.  Teach/assist in Deep End each week on Sunday mornings.  
Responsibility over at least one aspect of midweek program each week.    

 May periodically be asked to teach God’s Word during midweek in addition to Sunday 
morning middle school ministry.    

 Assist in check-in and other administrative tasks as required during student ministry 
programming.
